DAY 3 - THE HIGHLANDS
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Inverewe Garden and Estate, Poolewe - a
lush, sub-tropical-style, oasis perched on a
peninsula at the edge of Loch Ewe amid the
rugged landscape of Wester Ross, Inverewe was
created out of bare rock and a few scrub
willows in 1862 by Osgood Mackenzie. It’s full of
colourful, exotic plants from around the world
and is widely regarded as one of the most
beautiful gardens in Scotland.
